
*It is important to note that these signs can also indicate other conditions such as 

urinary tract infections or bladder stones. If you experience any of these symptoms, 

even once, consult your physician immediately. Early detection is the key to a better 

prognosis. 

**If you see blood in your urine make sure your doctor rules out bladder cancer as the 

cause. Don’t assume it’s an infection to be treated with antibiotics.
